It is the RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PROPERTY OWNER to make sure all
documents have been submitted to the Environmental Health Department for permit closure, including the well permit and
well log, final engineer’s letter, and an “as-built” diagram of the existing septic system.

I also understand that, for building construction projects, I must commence work within 180 days of permit issuance and
have a scheduled inspection performed within every 180 days.
